
Dear Friends, 

            Denominational labels are more and more irrelevant to people                         
today.  In the past, when church people moved or became dissatisfied with 
their congregation, they tended to join a congregation of the same                
denomination.  But now, people seem to have different priorities.  They 
are more interested in a congregation’s level of commitment and                             
excitement, the opportunities for service it offers, and the vitality of its 

worship, or—more problematically—in the extent to which a congregation 
“meets their needs.”  In recent years Protestant and even Roman Catholic 
congregations have become more and more alike, regardless of                              
denomination.  “Non-denominational” and community churches abound 
and many other churches have dropped the denominational label from 
their name.   

            Underlying this trend is the notion that teachings of the church are 
not that important.  As Americans, we need to remind ourselves how 
deeply this attitude is ingrained in us.  Modern religious tolerance arose 
out of the terrible experience of the wars of religion between Protestants 
and Catholics in Europe following the Reformation.  People waged war 
and persecuted each other over what seemed to many people small                           
differences in religious doctrine. In reaction to these horrors, western 
Europeans gradually began to subordinate truth to peace in public life.  
Since we can’t all agree on the truth, they said, let’s agree to keep our                        
allegiance to our particular version of ultimate truth a private matter,                  
confined to our own conscience and to our own voluntarily chosen 
churches.  In public life, it is enough to agree on the basics of morality and 
on the existence of a God who guarantees that morality. 

            It only was a matter of time until this practical arrangement for 
guaranteeing tolerance of differing deeply held religious convictions 
should infect the churches themselves and become apathy toward their 
own particular truth-claims.   
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When the subject of other denominations or even other religions comes up, I often hear comments such as, 
“We all believe in the same God,” or “We’re all trying to get to the same place.”  But the whole point of 
doctrine is to try to speak truthfully of God, so we can distinguish him from the multitude of false gods and 
so we know how to come into relationship with him.  The questions that have divided the churches really 
matter.  Differing answers to these questions may not be church-dividing.  They certainly don’t justify                  
mutual persecution or violent attacks on one another.  But they are still important.  They even may be the 
difference between knowing God and not knowing God, being saved and being lost. 

            A church that bears the name “Lutheran” is making such a truth-claim.  Martin Luther did not set 

out primarily to reform the church.  Instead, he wanted to reform the church’s proclamation—its preaching 
and teaching.  He was concerned that what the church teaches is truly the gospel, that is, good news.  And 
Luther found in the Bible that Jesus Christ himself is the good news. Jesus Christ is God’s decision to save 
us, apart from our works, solely by Spirit-worked faith in him.  The gospel is not instructions about how to 
make ourselves right with God.  The gospel itself makes us right with God by giving us Jesus as our only 

Savior.  As soon as we have Jesus by faith, we have everything—forgiveness, life and salvation.  We live 
by the promise alone, not by anything we do.   

            To be “Lutheran,” then, means to be concerned that we proclaim the gospel as pure promise, the gift 
of Jesus, to be received by faith alone.  Lutherans, if they are true to their confession of faith, do not believe 
that they are the only ones with the truth.  Far from it.  But they do believe that every believer is a 
“Lutheran,” even if unconsciously, because no one is saved except through faith alone in the promise.  The 
Lutheran gift to the whole wider church is our insistence on what is crucial for the gospel to be the gospel.  
Whatever form the church takes, whatever liturgy it uses, whatever methods it uses for evangelism and                 
mission, the church is the church only because the Holy Spirit calls and gathers it through the gospel of                      
Jesus Christ, the pure word of promise.  Christ alone makes the church.  

            But what of this Lutheran witness in the United States?  Are we making our distinctive and crucial 
gift to the whole church?  The churches that call themselves “Lutheran” in America don’t inspire a lot of 
confidence for the future.  Our own ELCA seems bent on becoming just another mainline denomination.  
The Missouri Synod preserves a kind of fossilized Lutheranism that often becomes an exclusivistic                              

legalism. Where is the power of the gospel?  Will our children—or even we—be able to be part of a church 
where “the gospel is taught purely and the sacraments are administered rightly?”  (Augsburg Confession, 
Article VII)   

            Reformation Sunday is a time for us to be reminded of what is at stake for us, and for the whole 
church and the whole world.  The Lutheran church as just another denominational identity may or may not 
be worth preserving.  But the Lutheran witness to the gospel is crucial and worth every sacrifice and every 
effort we can make to lift it up before the church and the world.

            The good news is that in the midst of all the tasks of our busy lives as children of God we know that 
God is right there along side us.  Try to pick up the Bible a couple times either by yourself or with your 
family.  Make time to hear what God has to say to you and your families in the midst of your busy lives.  
Maybe you could try to make the Bible studies here at Emmanuel if you feel adventurous.  This is a great 
way to focus on God and all the great things that He has done for you through Jesus Christ.  Reading the 
Bible may not be easy but it is always rewarding, and it is the best way to acknowledge God in your home.
